IF YOUALREADY HAVE AJCC ONLINE ACCOUNT
STEP 1: Click on Find Account.
STEP 2: Follow the prompts. Once you input your email address, you will receive an email 
from info@jccmc.org with a link to create a new password. Please check your junk folder if you 
do not see the email in your inbox. (If you don't have an email address on file with us, you will 
be asked to verify your account with the last 4 digits of the credit card or bank account that 
you currently have on file with the JCC.)
Once you have completed these steps, you will be able to login and register 
for programs.
